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1. Continued Review of Interventions Tab
a. The subsection titled ‘Intervention Attributes’ includes metadata relevant to each element (ex: intervention date, intervention provider, start date, reason for start or stop, etc.)
i. The group was asked to comment on any other information they think relevant and including an element for “past interventions for indication” was recommended to 
This element would include information/  about interventions previously administered done for a given indication (ex: meds previously tried to treat high blood pressure). 
b. Subsection: Medications
i. The group reviewed the elements that were added (pill burden, prior adverse reaction to medication, number of medications taken for class)
ii. The groups reviewed the classes of medications included- for CVD, the group was asked to suggest any relevant medications to include
1. On the previous call it was suggested to add medications to address itching and itching related infections
iii. The group discussed medication reconciliation and acknowledged that data available in the EHR may not always be up to date. However, having medication data in the e-care plan may help. 
iv. The group discussed any medications that are prescribed to deal withassing elements to deal with medication side effects (e.g., 
v. For dizziness, fatigue, nausea, cognitive impairment)
c. Subsection: Immunizations
i. The group reviewed the included vaccinations immunizations and was asked to suggest any relevant immunizationsmissing items
ii. The care plan includes elements to capture the date of a booster, and if the vaccination is up to date
d. Subsection: Surgical Interventions
i. In this subsection, there are elements to capture common surgeries in the CVD population
ii. The group suggested the prevalence of peripheral artery disease 
1. Carotid bypass- a peripheral vascular disease
iii. Ablation surgeries, pacemaker surgery, and AICD were also added as elements 
iv. The group suggested adding an element to capture other uncategorized heart surgeries
e. Subsection: Provision of Devices	
i. This subsection includes self-management devices
ii. The group discussed whether adding pacemaker into this subsection made sense as it was captured under the surgery subsection
1. The element was added to this subsection
f. Subsection: Provision of
i. This subsection is a catch-all to capture all other therapies that are relevant to patients
ii. The group suggested and added speech therapy, diabetic foot exam, wound care, and counseling as elements.
iii. Existing value sets in VSAC for element capturing “Medical Nutrition Therapy”
g. Subsection: Education
i. This subsection includes education for patients to be referred tto improve disease knowledge and self-amanagemento 
ii. Elements that were reviewed includes: Pain management education, weight loss education, physical activity education, weight loss education, Emergency prep education/ training
h. Subsection: Referrals
i. This subsection includes any relevant referrals for patients with chronic conditions 
ii. The group reviewed the relevant members of a potential care team for a patient with cardiovascular diseases
1. Pulmonology and bariatric surgery were added to the list as related to CVD
i. Subsection: Counseling	
i. This subsection includes elements to capture risk management counseling, nutrition counseling, and counseling related to barriers for engagement, etc. 
ii. The group reviewed the elements in this subsection and acknowledged some redundancy. The NIDDK team will review and consolidate to mitigate redundancy.  
j. Subsection: Assessments
i. Social determinants of health will be one important area of assessments
1. Elements in this subsection will be largely pulled from Gravity
2. Gravity recently released topics (transportation, financial strain, social isolation, stress, environmental safety, violence) they are developing

4. Elements in this subsection will be largely pulled from Gravity
5. The group reviewed any other need areas that are niche but need to be included in the care plan
a. The group suggested and added “childcare” as a social risk assessment that could potentially cause barriers to getting proper care
b. Utilities (ex: water, internet, electricity) was also added as an element
ii. The group reviewed transplant evaluation and disability evaluation and discussed adding an evaluation for surgery element (ex: would a patient undergo an evaluation for bariatric surgery before undergoing surgery)
k. Subsection: Assistance
i. The group reviewed the elements in this subsection which include non-clinical aid with tasks of care (ex: applications and setting up appointments)
ii. The group suggested including an element for ‘telehealth visit support’
l. Subsection: Coordination
i. Elements in this section include aid in organizing activities and sharing information
ii. Ex: care coordination management, patient engagement, care planning process
