· Overview of Data Element Sheet
· Data elements were added for pain by reviewing the CHOIR data dictionary
· The data dictionary did not include many goal elements, so TEP members should consider what is needed for goals
· RTI Medication Profile Draft Specifications for the Medication Profile Transferred Measures for Skilled Nursing Facilities was noted as a potentially helpful reference
· Chronic Overlapping Pain Screener in CHOIR data dictionary was discussed as a way to identify most common pain conditions
· Consider an approach to include 3-5 most common pain conditions
· Consider an approach to include pain conditions that are relevant to people with CKD, CVD, DM2
· Consider a list of what elements are asked in post-acute care
· IMPACT ACT- data has to be interoperable across post-acute care settings
· Should care plan contain data elements to represent quality measure achievement?
· Quality measurements are outside the scope of work of the care plan; include data elements for depression screen result, tool used, and diagnosed depression
· Persona Development
· Personas developed for implementation guide and to think through data elements that patient/provider would like to see in a care plan
· Reviewed CKD personas (found under the personas and scenarios heading)
· Option to expand the personas
· Option to create new personas for chronic pain
· Possible addition of discharge planner/ case manager role
